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Abstract

This research aims to 1) study the psychological factors: resilience quotient level,
grit level, and success development level of professional football players, and 2) study
the psychological factors: resilience quotient and grit that jointly affected professional
football players’ success development. The sample of the study was 154 career futsal
athletes from 14 futsal clubs participating in the futsal Thailand league in 2020. This sample
group was selected by proportion and random sampling in each club. The research
instrument was a three-part, 4-point Likert-scale self-assessment on psychological factors:
resilience quotient, grit, and the success development with I0C ranged from 0.70-1.00, the
success development assessment had a reliability coefficient of 0.88, the resilience
quotient assessment had a reliability coefficient of 0.89, and the grit assessment had a
reliability coefficient of 0.84. The statistical methods were frequency, percentage, mean,
standard deviation, Pearson product moment correlation coefficient, and multiple
regression analysis. The research results were as follows:

1. The total mean score of resilience quotient, grit, and success development of
career futsal athletes were at a high level. (X = 3.40, 3.49, and 3.40, respectively.)

2. The psychological factors affecting the success development of professional
futsal athletes at the .05 significant level are 1) acceptance of guilt or consequences,
2) feeling confident in solving problems in life, 3) not taking serious troubles beyond
the ability, and 4) overcoming obstacles in competition. These four factors together

explained 68.50% of the variance in the success development of career futsal athletes.
